· A signed contract with the City of Chicago will be required prior to the release of grant funds. The project must be completed within one year of receiving grant funds.

· To be eligible, buildings need to be within the Chicago city limits.

· Additional information, including drawings, may be requested from applicants.

· Chicago Department of Environment may request copies of energy bills for performance monitoring purposes and photographs of the project for archival purposes.

· Preference will be given to projects that are located within an urban heat island as defined by Department of Environment and that are low slope roofs as defined by Chicago Building Code’s Energy Conservation Section.

· All decisions are final and are at the sole discretion of the City of Chicago.
